FROM THE PASTOR’S HEART 
 

Father’s Day is this Sunday.  I will continue my series in Colossians as we move into Chapter 3 

verses 20 & 21: “Children, obey your parents in all things: for this is well pleasing unto the Lord. 

Fathers, provoke not your children to anger, lest they be discouraged.”  What is the relationship 

between the theme of worship in the book of Colossians and the role of fathers?  Is there any? 

 

Last fall I visited the home of Corrie Ten Boom in Haarlem, Amsterdam.  Corrie’s family used their 

home to care for orphans, persecuted Jews, and even former Nazi soldiers who rejected Hitler.  Their 

home became a place of worship and discipleship as those in hiding spent hours a day in Bible study 

and praise.  Who did Corrie credit with this focus on worship, teaching, and serving others?  Her 

father. 

 

He brought up his children to love God and make Jesus Christ the priority of their home.  So, when 

the war broke out, he was already serving orphans and other displaced people and it was only natural 

for them to start aiding persecuted Jews.  Corrie’s greatest human influence, no doubt, was her 

father.  I wonder what influence we, as fathers, have on our children.  I wonder if we can honestly say 

that Jesus is the priority in our home. 

 

Corrie’s family was betrayed and arrested.  They suffered greatly for their faith.  Have we taught our 

children that our faith is worth suffering for?  Corrie’s father died right after his arrest.  But one of the 

Jews they cared for were captured or injured.  As I stood on that narrow street and looked in the 

window of what was his watch repair shop, I was so moved to think that a father was willing to risk 

everything to serve God and help others. 

 

What about us?  Discipleship and Worship begins in the home.  Dad is the priest/teacher of his 

household.  We all are teaching something.  We are all leaving some kind of legacy.  Corrie’s father 

died, but the lessons on faith he taught her still lives on in his descendants today.  Will I have that 

kind of godly influence?  I hope so.  Just remember, it happens first in the home. 

 

See you in church Sunday morning.  Bring your family with you.  Leave a rich, godly heritage that will 

shape your descendants for years to come.

This marks the 100 year celebration of Father’s Day in the United States. I often wonder where 

holiday originate from, or who started them, and for what purpose. I thought I would share a little 

information I found as we honor fathers this Sunday. 

 

On July 5, 1908, a West Virginia church sponsored the nations’ first event explicitly in honor of 

fathers, a Sunday sermon in memory of the 362 men who had died in the previous December’s 

explosions at the Fairmont Coal Company mines in Monongh, but it was a one-time commemoration 

and not an annual holiday. 

 

The next hear, a Spokane, Washington woman named Sonora Smart Dodd, one of six children raised 

by a widower, tried to establish an official equivalent to Mother’s Day for male parents. She went to 

local churches, the YMCA, shopkeepers and government officials to drum up support for her idea, and 

she was successful:  Washington State celebrated the nation’s first statewide Father’s Day on June 

19, 1910. 

 

Slowly, the holiday spread. In 1916, President Wilson honored the day by using telegraph signals to 

unfurl a flag in Spokane when he pressed a button in Washington, D.C.  In 1924, President Calvin 

Coolidge urged state governments to observe Father’s Day. 

 

In 1972, in the middle of a hard=fought presidential re-election campaign, Richard Nixon signed a 

proclamation making Father’s Day a federal holiday. Today, the day honoring fathers is celebrated in 

the United States on the third Sunday of June. 

 

Many of us no longer have our earthly father, and many do not have an earthly father at all.  I am so 

thankful for the fact that we all have our Heavenly Father, our Abba Father.  One of my favorite songs 

is Good, Good Father by Chris Tomlin. The song speaks of his undeniable love, and the peace that he 

gives us that is unexplainable and how perfect He is.  This Sunday celebrate your earthly father, but 

most of all, give praise, honor and glory to our Heavenly Father.
