FROM THE PASTOR’S HEART 
 

Jesus purpose statement is found in Matthew 20:28:  “Even the Son of man came not to be ministered 
unto, but to minister, and to give his life a ransom for many”.  He spoke of sacrificial service. 
 
There is no greater demonstration of servanthood during His earthly ministry than when He washed the 
disciples’ feet.  John 13:4-5 records, “He rose from supper, and laid aside his garments; and took a towel, 
and girded himself.  After that he poured water into a basin, and began to wash the disciples’ feet, and to 
wipe them with the towel…” 
 
Then He explains what He had done in verses 13-17, “You call me Master and Lord: and you say well; for 
so I am. If I then, your Lord and Master, have washed your feet, you also ought to wash one another’s feet. 
For I have given you an example, that ye should do as I have done to you … the servant is not greater than 
his lord … if you know these things, happy are ye if you do them”. 
 
His ultimate service came at the cross.  Luke 24:7, “The Son of man must be delivered into the hands of 
sinful men, and be crucified, and the third day rise again.”  Jesus then issues a call to service to us.  “If any 
man will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross and follow me.” 
 
Look at these powerful verses.  Matthew 10:24-25, “The disciple is not above his master, nor the servant 
above his lord. It is enough for the disciple that he be as his master, and the servant as his lord.”  John 
12:26, “If any man serve me, let him follow me; and where I am, there shall also my servant be: if any man 
serve me, him will my Father honor.” 
 
Paul issues this challenge to us about the greatest servant – Jesus.  Phil. 2:5-8, “Let this mind be in you, 
which was also in Christ Jesus…being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God: But 
made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of 
men: And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even 
the death of the cross.” 
 
Have you taken up your Cross?  Which do you claim to be – servant of Christ or Master of your own life?  
Will you follow the example of Jesus today?
